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The Spirit of Meirin

The seventh domain lord of the Do-i clan, Toshitada Do-i (1811-68),
established a domain school, “Meirin Kan” , in 1844, based on the idea
that people with new knowledge were essentlal to reinvigorate the local
government and economy. The word “Meirin” comes from the teachings of
Mencius, a great Chinese philosopher, that people should be aware of
humanity and morality in their lives.

Meirin Kan School was open even to ordinary children, not exclusively to
those of samurai, which was a rare feature back then. It has been said that
alumni made a great contribution to rebuilding the finances of the clan,
thus enabling commerce and the mining industry to become successful.
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
