Little Kyoto in Hokuriku

In 1575, Nagachika KANAMORI's army proceeded from Mino to Ono
and got it under control on the orders of Nobunaga ODA to crack
down on the Ikko Ikki (uprising). After the suppression, Nagachika built
a castle on top of Mt. Kame from which the entire Ono Basin could be
viewed and started to build a castle town at the eastern foot of the
mountain. This was the start of Ono City. Since then, Ono has been
developed as a center of the Okuetsu region.

The castle tower on top of the mountain -+ A town where roads are
built in grid patterns -+ Tera (temple) Machi Street alongside which
old temples built in the middle ages and early modem period stand---
A Farmers’ market open early in the morning on Shichiken Street,
called Asa-ichi, which began around the time when the castle was
built -+~ These features of Ono, and the fact that Ono has maintained
its scenery that reflects this history of more than 400 years, are the
reasons why Ono is called “Little Kyoto in Hokuriku”.
